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LAST CHANCE  

TO ENTER 
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As we reach the end of another year we are again unfortunate-
ly in the grip of Winter and it is hard to know whether this is 
more frustrating for the golfers or the greens staff as neither 
group can get on with business as usual. The increasing ex-
tremes of weather vindicate recent decisions to upgrade the 
drainage and paths all over the course and we have now com-
pleted the drainage of fairways and by the Spring should also 
have improved the path by the half-way house. 
 

Whilst the present weather situation is unfortunate we can, at 
least, look back on the last year with some feeling that things 
are moving in the right direction. The application of Rescue 
last autumn went a long way to eradicating the coarser grass-
es in the greens and if it were not for a desire not to take any 
risks whatsoever prior to the centenary, there would have 
been a second application this October. Following receipt of 
the STRI report (which I hope as many members as possible 
have read) I feel that the members will join me in congratulat-
ing Jason and the staff on achieving a situation resulting in by 
far the most complimentary STRI report we have ever re-
ceived. I would add that this has been achieved even after we 
have reduced the green staff from 6 experienced and qualified 
men to 4 green keepers and part time help for most of the 
year, in line with decisions made by the committee to reduce 

expenditure.  
 

With the centenary just around the corner the committee de-
cided that this winter heavy work on the course should be 
kept to an absolute minimum in order that the playing surfac-
es were stressed as little as possible, and an identified priority 
was to address the problem of compaction flowing from in-
creased playing pressure. In order to achieve this we decided  
(for the first time ever) to spike all fairways and at the same 
time pro-core the greens tees and surrounds (another first), to 
drain the 9th fairway (now completed), to rectify the faulty 
design of the left hand bunker on the 18th and to revise and 
upgrade bunkering on the 13th.  
 

Bunkering work on the 18th was simply to facilitate mainte-
nance and drainage whilst achieving a more acceptable play-
ing surface in the surrounding area. On the 13th the intention 
was to make the left hand bunker more of a challenge, and at 
the same time tidy up the right of the green. In respect of the 
right hand bunker this was considered to be an irrelevance as 
it was apparent during maintenance that virtually nobody was 
ever in it, and beyond this it is was simply a scrape in the 
ground and its proximity to a large and active rabbit warren 
meant that it was constantly either full of scrapes or requiring 
raking. Ideally we would have liked to put in two pot bun-
kers, one on the left and one on the right but as these would 
have required the disruption of new drains and the hire of 
heavy machinery for which we did not have financial sanc-
tion, it was felt that this was not an appropriate time to imple-
ment what could well be a long term objective.  
 

Over the rest of the winter we will simply be working on 
basic green keeping to ensure that the playing surfaces are as 
good as they possibly can be for next spring, and in this re-
spect I would be grateful to hear from any members who 
would be willing to be involved in divoting and other tidying 
up work during the winter.  
 

Happy Christmas and new Year and let’s all look forward to
